To build a more united, transparent voting body, Chairman Pacheco suggests the following:

· Essentially, dissolving the Board of Directors which consists of roughly 125 people.

· 83 of those individuals would then be folded into the full committee as voting members:

· 39 city/town chairs who work so hard on behalf of our Democratic candidates

· 5 general officers

· 4 federal officers

· 7 full-time mayors of cities having partisan elections

· RI Young Democrats President

· RI College Democrats President

· 3 members of the House (appointed by the Speaker)

· 3 members of the Senate (appointed by the President)

· 2 national party representatives

· 18 at-large members to be recommended by the Chair and voted on by the body:

· 4 members of the minority community

· 2 members of the LGBT community

· 6 from each of the congressional districts; 3 men, 3 women from each

· A fourth-vice chair seat will be added to the executive board. This individual will be the president of the city and town chairs association

· This brings the total number of the committee to 243.

· There is also language referencing the new quorum numbers reflecting the new size of the body, as well as increasing the days of required meeting notifications and an annual meeting at least once a year.

All members are elected to their seat and have a full vote on the committee.
